Design an application in which students rate their teachers on a variety of 10 to
15 parameters. For each student generate a username and password through

which he/she can login.
» Each student can rate his teachers only once.
» The rating system should be anonymous.

» There must be a separate way in which a teacher can view what their
students have rated and what comments they have written

» HODs can also login through their account and view all the teachers’
performance as well as the statistics of the teacher he wants and have a
graph telling him about the teacher’s performance.

» An algorithm must be made to calculate the final score of each teacher,
thus finding the most preferred teacher of the department.
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Design an application that keeps the record of the blood donors, their details,
their locality, date when they last gave blood and their blood groups.

» People can register themselves as blood donors.

» People, blood banks and hospitals can also apply for a required blood group
which is needed urgently specifying their location, blood group and other
valid information.

» The Web developer can have access to these database and they can send
emails to the registered people of nearby location.
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OIILITIE TEST

Design an application that generates 10 random questions from a bank of 100
to 150 questions.

» Each student will have to register for the test. As soon as he registers his
test begins.

» Each question has 4 choices out of which only one is correct.
» The questions are generated one after the other.

» 3 databases can be created for difficult, medium and easy levels; and
generation of random questions must be in a way such that equal number
of easy, medium and hard questions is generated for each student.

» Students have an option of either marking the answer or leaving it blank
and coming back to it after attempting all the questions.

» Countdown must be present that counts down from 15 minutes.

» A pop up window must appear when 2 minutes remain for the test to get
over.

» The test gets over either if he presses the submit button or his time gets
over.

» After the test gets over his scores must be displayed (+3 for positive
answers and -1 for incorrect answers) as well as his statistics of his
performance must be shown; and he must be logged out after that.

» Each Student can give a test only once.

The application should have the following features. Programmers can add more
features if they want.

1. Multiple Login
» for the doctor (to check the details of his patients only)
» reception staff (to register new user)
» medical store (to keep the record of the medicine consumed and
bought by the patients)
» patient (to check his/her previous one year of medical record with
the reports)

2. Different users will have different privileges and different rights. i.e.
» Patient can only view his reports.
» Doctor can edit the prescription and view his patient’s database.
» Reception staff can only add new patient.
» Medical store can only edit medical bills and can view the tablets
suggested by the doctor.

3. Blood reports, X-Rays etc. to be stored with the patient record.
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
